Since its creation, the fund has received very 
little financial assistance and as a result, organizations that aid veterans in need are having to look 
elsewhere for grants and funding sources. ñWe owe so much to the brave men and women who 
generation after generation have left their hometowns and families to serve our country,ò said State 
Senator Van de Putte. The Veterans Cash Scratch Off lottery ticket provides a secure revenue 
stream to fund critical services and programs for 
veterans and their families. Our veterans have already 
paid the price, now it is time for Texas to honor their 
sacrifice.ò ñWith over 1.7 million 
veterans in Texas, we must honor their service and 
sacrifice by providing the resources and the support 
they have earned,ò said State Representative Chris 
Turner.

December start for veteran tolling program approved

Harris County Veterans Service Officer 
Effective December 18, 2009, Harris County Toll Road Authority will offer free tolls to Disabled 
Veterans and Purple Heart recipients, as well as recipients of the Congressional Medal of Honor. The 
measure was approved by Harris County Commissioners Court on September 29, 2009. 
The Toll Road Authority developed the program pursuant to the recently enacted state law which 
allows tolling agencies to grant discounted tolls to specified veterans. The full text of House Bill (H.B.) 
3139 can be read at www.house.state.tx.us under the section entitled Bills. 
DV plates are issued by the Texas Department of Motor Vehicles, and the form can be found at 
http://www.txdmv.gov/whatyouneed/forms/license_plates.htm#military. Eligible are veterans with a 50 
percent service-connected disability, or a 40 percent disability because of the amputation of a lower 
limb. 
A disabled veteran does not need an EZ Tag to drive toll-free, but the tag is required for access to 
some toll roads in the Harris County system. Call the Harris County Toll Road Authority at 281-875-

Unemployment Insurance Tax Rate Increases for 2010

The Texas Workforce Commission (TWC) has announced an increase in the minimum 

unemployment insurance tax rate.  The minimum tax rate is paid by 67 percent of Texas employers, 

and will nearly triple from $23.40 per employee to $64.80 per employee, according to the new rates 

set by TWC on Tuesday.  The unemployment insurance tax is paid by Texas businesses that have 

been in operation at least a year, and the funds are used to support Texas' unemployment 

compensation trust fund.   

 

Due to the lagging economy, the unemployment insurance trust fund has been depleted by the 

increased number of jobless claims.  Currently, about 700,000 Texans are receiving unemployment 

benefits.  Texas has already borrowed about $1 billion in interest-free loans from the federal 

government to prevent the fund from becoming insolvent.  TWC anticipates having to borrow another 

$900 million in federal money by October 1, 2010.  Last session, I was part of a bipartisan effort in the 

Texas Senate to accept $555 million in federal stimulus money for unemployment insurance benefits 

intended to help Texans put food on the table and avoid a tax increase for our businesses.  

Unfortunately, Governor Perry stated that he would veto the Senate bill and the bill was never brought 

to the House floor for debate.  

  

TWC raised the tax rate to repay the federal loans and insure that the fund remains solvent. Texas is 

on track to pay out $3.5 billion in unemployment claims this year up from $1.35 billion last year.

Mr. Barfoot had been ordered to remove his flag pole by the Home Owners Association because it did not 

comply with their new code. Mr Barfoot refused to comply so was given one week to remove it or go to court. 

They apparently werenôt aware, or didnôt care that the man had fought in three Wars defending that flag. 

Colonel Barfoot (Ret.) had flown the flag every day since returning home, was a Medal of Honor Winner and 

had received a Purple Heart. He wasnôt about to stop fighting now.

pole violated the neighborhood's aesthetic guidelines. 

Neither Barfoot's daughter, Margaret Nicholls, nor homeowners' president Glenn Wilson immediately 

returned telephone messages.

Barfoot's service when considering his pride and determination in honoring our flag."Barfoot's fight 

also has lit up veteranôs bulletin boards and blog sites supporting him. 

Barfoot won the Medal of Honor for actions while his platoon was under German assault near 

Carano, Italy, in May 1944. He was credited with standing up to three German tanks with a bazooka 

and stopping their advance. He also won the Purple Heart  and other decorations, and served in 

Korea and Vietnam before retiring from the service in 1974.

Harley-Davidson recalls 111,569 motorcycles The Business Journal of Milwaukee  

 Harley-Davidson Inc. is recalling 111,569 motorcycles manufactured from June 6, 2008, through 
Nov. 19, 2009, because of a threat of gasoline leaking in the event of a frontal collision.  

The recall affects some 2009 and 2010 touring bikes, including CVO Touring and Trike products, 
according to information from the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration. Touring bikes are 
some of the Milwaukee-based motorcycle manufacturer's most expensive lines.  

The federal agency said the motorcycles' front fuel tank mounts may distort as a result of a front-end 
crash, creating the potential for fuel to leak and ignite after a crash. The agency did not say how 
many reports were made of gas leaks or fires resulting from frontal collisions.  

Under the recall, dealers will install left and right front braces designed to reduce front mount 
distortion in a crash. The installation will be performed free of charge beginning around Dec. 14.

 Missouri to end safety inspections on newer cars 

More News 

JEFFERSON CITY | Hey, new-ish car owners: Take that $12 youôve been saving and go buy yourself 

something nice ð come Jan. 1, youôll no longer need it for a state safety inspection. 

Under legislation set to take effect on New Yearôs Day in Missouri, vehicles five years old and newer 
will no longer need an inspection when renewing license plates. 

That means in 2010, 2005 model year and newer autos, including cars, trucks and motorcycles, will 
be exempt. Models from 2006 wonôt need their first inspection until 2012.  

Currently, vehicles are exempt from safety inspections for their model year and the year after that. 

Vehicles that are up for renewal this month must still get an inspection under the current law.  

Inspections are performed at thousands of repair shops across the state and cost $12 for cars and 
trucks and $10 for motorcycles.  

The Missouri Department of Revenue, which manages vehicle registration, estimates that 650,000 
vehicles will be affected by the exemption. 

I can think of no reason that Texas could not do the same thing except they get to soak each citizen 
big bucks for each vehicle they own.

Driving On Improved Shoulder 

§ 545.058. DRIVING ON IMPROVED SHOULDER.  (a) An operator may drive on an improved 

shoulder to the right of the main traveled portion of a roadway if that operation is necessary and may 

be done safely, but only: 

                (1)  to stop, stand, or park; 

                (2)  to accelerate before entering the main traveled lane of traffic; 

                (3)  to decelerate before making a right turn; 

                (4)  to pass another vehicle that is slowing or stopped on the main traveled portion of the 

highway, disabled, or preparing to make a left turn; 

                (5)  to allow another vehicle traveling faster to pass; 

                (6)  as permitted or required by an official traffic-control device;  or 

                (7)  to avoid a collision. 

        (b)  An operator may drive on an improved shoulder to the left of the main traveled portion of a 

divided or limited-access or controlled-access highway if that operation may be done safely, but only: 

                (1)  to slow or stop when the vehicle is disabled and traffic or other circumstances prohibit 

the safe movement of the vehicle to the shoulder to the right of the main traveled portion of the 

roadway; 

                (2)  as permitted or required by an official traffic-control device;  or 

                (3)  to avoid a collision. 

        (c)  A limitation in this section on driving on an improved shoulder does not apply to: 

                (1)  an authorized emergency vehicle responding to a call; 

                (2)  a police patrol;  or

Stephanie and I came across Sally Sanders at the Halloween Motorcycle Rally in Groesbeck , Texas. 

Her portrait style photography studio was set up where you can just wheel in your motorcycle from 

the side and be photographed with the bike.  Sally is located in Traverse City Michigan, but travels 

from one motorcycle Rally to another doing her magic by making her subjects as beautiful as their 

bikes. Sal began her interest in photography in High School and then in college.  She shoots 

everything from commercial photographer, portrait, event, and pretty much anything else. 

Sal and her crew first pulled the chopper into an all white tent with a white floor.  They then polish up 

the bike to perfection.  Then they lay white poster board to make the photo look like you are in an all 

white room.  They light with studio strobes which are bounced (reflected) off the white tent. It's indirect 

lighting which is the best method for shooting shinny objects such as motorcycles and is flattering for 

the human subjects as well. It's the same kind of lighting you'd find at a high end professional studio,  

only they are mobile, bringing the studio to the customer. 

This style of using the ambient light that the white reflects, makes the subject look gorgeous.  It 

promotes beautiful skin tones and often covers any imperfections.  She then takes the photo and in 

her computer does a final touch up like they do to models in magazines.  The photos are skillfully 

retouched and fit for a magazine, framing or websites. They make a unique gift too, greeting cards, 

business cards or whatever the customer wants. The end result looks like these sample photos of 

TMRA2 Task Force Members, Terri Williams and Stephanie Parks.  

Since I am a photographer myself, I am extra picky about who takes my pictures and would only pay 

for a photographer if they are exceptional at what they do.

BUYING THE VOTES 

 In the who-got-what game, hereôs one that has not gotten much attention: in  Sen. Harry Reidôs 
managerôs amendment, Sen. Bob Casey secured some long-sought-after funding for pregnant and 
parenting teenagers. His press secretary, Larry Smar, confirms that Casey was the man behind two 
reproductive healthïrelated provisions in the amendment. First, he added a provision to create a 
pregnancy-assistance fund, $250 million over 10 years to help pregnant and parenting teens with 
child-care assistance, housing, and education. He also landed an increase in the adoption tax credit, 
$1,000 for the next two years. Smar estimates that this will increase federal support for adoption by 
$1.2 billion. 

Casey has long tried to secure similar funds in Congress, introducing the Pregnant Women Support 
Act in the past two sessions with support from pro-life Democrats. But heôs never been able to get 
enough support to get the bill out of committee. Of course it didnôt hurt that Senator Ben Nelson was 
Co- Sponsor of the Bill introduced last January. So add that to the $ 0.5 Billion promised to Nelson 
forever to get his vote on Health Care Bill. Louisiana Senator Landreiu held out for $ 300,000,000 a 
year to cast a yes vote while Vermont senators and others cut back room deals with Senator Harry 
Reid for their vote. Politics at itôs best? 

Senator DeMint offered an Amendment for ñHonest Leadership & Open Business Actò The 
Amendment would ban trading earmarks for votes. This same Amendment had been offered by 
Senators Durbin and DeMint previously and passed the senate by a vote of 98-0. This time Senator 
Durbin backed water and Senator Baucus made a motion to table. The motion to table passed.  

Can it possibly be that the Democrat Leaders anticipate having to buy votes again? Of course we 
know this has been going on in DC by both Parties for a long time. Nothing is sacred in that town any 
more. I have read both Health Care Bills but we wonôt know for sure what is coming down the pipe 
until after the two are combined. Few will even know the extent of the damage when they vote for the 
Bill later next year.

WATAUGA, Tx. ï The first recording devices police officers carried were voice recorders 
attached to the shoulders of their uniforms.  

Watauga police Sgt. Bobby Faglie, a motorcycle officer, downloads video from one of the new 
cameras to record his traffic stops. The video is in a format that cannot be edited. Then came 
video cameras mounted in patrol cars. And now, in Watauga and other jurisdictions in the 
state, police officers are wearing clip-on video cameras. In recent weeks, three Watauga 
motorcycle officers have been equipped with Vievu cameras to record traffic stops. Patrol 
officers still have video recorders in their cars. "Down the road, I could see where our patrol 
officers will have the clip-on cameras along with video recorders in their cars," Police Chief 
Rande Benjamin said. "For us, we just need cameras for our motorcycle officers because they 
didn't have any type of video cameras."  

In Texas, 45 to 50 law enforcement agencies use the cameras, according to Heidi Traverso, a 
spokeswoman for Vievu, the Seattle company that designs and manufactures the cameras. 
Across the country, 600 law enforcement agencies have equipped their officers with the 
cameras, said Traverso, a 15-year Seattle police veteran. "It's one switch, no wires, and you 
clip it on and go," Traverso said. "It's a tool that officers will be using." The cameras, which 
cost $699 to $899, are used by firefighters, private security companies and insurance 
adjusters.  

In some area departments, motorcycle officers have video cameras mounted on their bikes, 
but those cost $3,000 to $5,000 each, and a few departments have reported problems with 
them because of exposure to heat and cold, authorities said.  

In Watauga, the clip-on video cameras were tested for a month during the summer, police 
said. The city paid $800 each for the cameras and about $500 for extra hard drives for storage. 
"The cameras can hold about four hours of video," said Sgt. Bobby Faglie, a motorcycle 
officer in the department. "A traffic stop takes two to three minutes, so we have plenty of 
space during a 10-hour shift."  

Faglie said he welcomed the new tool. "You just can't tell what people will say to you or how 
they will act," he said. "People can really get upset at times for getting a ticket." The cameras 
will capture how the motorist and officer behave, Faglie said.  

In Watauga, a motorist has 30 days to file a complaint against an officer after an incident. 
Officers' video is kept for three months, Benjamin said. "For the most part, people just don't 
like being on camera," Benjamin said. "But these cameras are being used to protect the 
officer, the city and the motorist."  

 

 

 



 

Motorcycle rally would bring pleasure back to island

A Fourth of July motorcycle rally at Logan Park would bring visitors into South County, a cash infusion 
into the economy, and, perhaps most of all, bring pleasure back to Pleasure Island. 
The family motorcycle weekend rally is expected to bring from 600 to 1,000 cycles and 1,500 to 3,000 
people into the to the area where they would spend their money on food and hotel stays, Craig Stark, 
Pleasure Island commissioner, said Tuesday during the regular Port Arthur City Council meeting.  
David Die, local motorcycle enthusiast, estimated each person would bring about $150 per day to the 
three-day event.  
ñThis would be a tremendous economic value to our whole area,ô Die said in a press statement.  
Die, who has served on a number of motorcycle association boards, and is a member of the Red 
Knights Motorcycle Club Texas Chapter, said motorcyclists have expressed interest several times in 
the Pleasure Island location. 
ñit will be the Gulf Coast route into Texas from Louisiana,ò Die said. ñ To motorcycles it means loads 
of motorcycle traffic on a southerly road quest around the Texas Gulf Coast,ò he said.  
Before the rally plans are formalized, the park needs a new parking lot ð a project that would cost 
$500,000 to $600,000, Stark said. 
ñThe big issue out there is it is a mud field,ò Stark said.  
Though not necessary for the rally, Stark said Logan Park stage needs to be refurbished, and 
dressing room constructed. Electrical infrastructure upgrades are also needed.  
It would take an estimated $1 million to $2 million in improvements sufficient enough to return the 
park back to a regional entertainment venue it once was. 
Dike said the Pleasure Island Commission had enough money to engage the services of an architect, 
but not enough in the coffers to fund the improvement project. 
Earlier in the year, City Council pledged their support toward efforts to improve Logan Park.  
At Tuesdayôs meeting they echoed those sentiments.  
ñI want that park to come back; I had a lot of good times there as a kid,ò Robert ñBobò Williamson, 
District 6 Councilman, said.  
City Council directed staff to work with the Pleasure Island Commission to submit a Texas Parks and 
Wildlife grant for possible funding assistance.
